This year, a new trend has been observed within the camping fraternity, especially when foreign 
travel is involved.  Campers are increasingly pre-booking their pitches not only for their ultimate 
holiday destination but also for their stop-overs en route.  This has come about because the post 
pandemic boom in “camping holidays“ has resulted in campsites getting booked up very quickly,  
reaching maximum capacity, which of course also impacts on short stay stop-over bookings. 
 

In March 2024, Spain registered 587 motorcaravans, 164 caravans and 323 camper vans.

In Sweden, registrations of motor caravans  has fallen by 36% compared with January and 
February 2023, and for caravans the figure has dropped by over 43%.

Over 90,000 new registrations: German caravanning market remains at a high level  
After several record years, the German caravanning market is normalising, but remains at a high 
level overall. Interest in motor caravans and caravans remains high, despite the gloomy consumer 
climate.  
 
In 2023, a total of 90,365 caravans and motor caravans were newly registered in Germany. After the 
record results of the first years of the pandemic, the market has normalised as anticipated by the 
industry. With 68,469 new motor caravan registrations and 21,896 new caravan registrations, the 
industry is down on the record years of 2020 and 2021, but still recorded a relatively good annual 
result, as the Caravaning Industrie Verband (CIVD) reported at its annual press conference.  
The effects of the pandemic and the uncertain economic situation are posing challenges for the 
caravanning industry: interest in leisure vehicles remains high, but the industry has been producing 
under challenging conditions for more than two years. Following the remarkable record results of the 
first years of the pandemic, the current new registration figures remain at a remarkably good level 
despite the difficult conditions: a total of 90,365 leisure vehicles were newly registered in Germany in 
2023. This corresponds to a slight decrease of 0.7 per cent compared to the previous year.  
 
The fact that the current number of new registrations is below the record figures of the first 
pandemic years is not an indicator for a declining interest in mobile holidays, as CIVD President 
Bernd Löher explains: "The caravanning industry has been in an exceptional situation for more than 
two years. Holidaymakers continue to show great interest in motor caravans and caravans, as 
demonstrated by the good visitor results at the most recent caravanning trade shows, among other 
things. However, the caravanning industry is currently producing under challenging conditions, as 
the effects of the pandemic and current crises are also being clearly felt in the production facilities of 
manufacturers and suppliers. In view of the current conditions, over 90,000 new registrations are a 
very solid annual result and a sign that the industry is on the right track despite all the adversity."   
 
Reduced delivery times and improved vehicle availability  
With 68,469 new registrations in the last twelve months, the motor caravan segment continues to 
top the pre-pandemic level and exceeds the previous year's result by 3 per cent. In 2022, supply 
bottlenecks for vehicle chassis still had a significant impact on the production of motor caravans, 
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which led to delays in the production and delivery of vehicles. However, the availability of base 
vehicles improved over the course of the year. Compared to the previous year, the number of motor 
caravans delivered to dealers rose increased again.  
The caravan segment, on the other hand, reported a decline for the year: with 21,896 new 
registrations (- 10.5 per cent), the caravan segment was down on the previous year. The figures 
reflect the current economic uncertainty affecting families and younger buyer groups, among others: 
the rising cost of living, high interest rates and a lack of financial security are causing potential 
buyers to postpone the planned purchase of a new vehicle to a later date. Instead, they are 
increasingly turning to the wide range of rental vehicles on offer, which is creating high demand for 
providers of rental vehicles.  

Compared to the previous year, the overall supply situation for customers has improved significantly: 
at the start of the year, a visit to the dealership is particularly worthwhile for interested parties, as 
dealership stockrooms are once again well stocked and waiting times for individually configured 

vehicles have also decreased compared to previous years.  Source: CIVD 

Stress-free travel – checklist at the start of the season  
° Check starter battery and onboard battery. 
° Verify the levels of oil, brake fluid, cooling fluid and windscreen washer fluid. 
° Replace the windscreen wiper blades if need be.  
° Check tyres – tread should be at least 3 to 4mm so that you can drive safely in the rain; verify tyre 
pressure as per manufacturer‘s instructions. 
° Check the age of tyres – DOT-Nr. indicates date of manufacture.  If they are over six years old, it is 
advisable to replace them as the rubber starts to deteriorate which makes the risk of a puncture 
more likely. 
° Check out the condition of the spare wheel, also the jack and tyre repair kit. 
° Tighten the wheel nuts.  
° Give fresh water and waste water tanks a thorough clean. 
° Check all electrical connections, cables and plugs.

Practical tips – for campers too 
People who spend a lot of time outside risk having insect stings and bites.  But help is at 
hand in the common onion: cut in half and placed on the affected area, it will relieve the 
pain and swelling. 
 
Thermal jugs, teapots and coffee pots are best cleaned by filling with water and adding a 
denture cleaning tablet. Leave overnight and rinse thoroughly the following day - all tea and 
coffee stains will miraculously disappear.

Traffic 
Croatia:  Make sure you have your vehicle documents with you i.e. your vehicle registration 
certificate part 1 (or vehicle licence) and insurance documents. 
The nationality plate or sticker must be displayed on the vehicle or on the Euro number plate.  
Everyone must have a high visibility vest – first aid kit, warning triangle and a spare set of bulbs 
(vehicles with xenon, LED or neon lights only require spare braking and indicator lights etc.)  
Traffic travels on the right and vehicles entering a roundabout have right of way. 
School buses have priority when they move off from a bus stop. 
Blue parking places are mainly short-term parking zones. 
One may only use a phone if the vehicle is fitted with a hands-free system. 
Blood alcohol limit is 0.5 and for drivers under 24 years of age it is 0.0 (zero tolerance). 
Motorways - 130 km/h; outside of built-up areas - 90 km/h; expressways/dual carriageways -110 
km/h. 
Croatia calculates toll fees based on the number of kilometers travelled on the motorway. 
In Croatia one can officially pay in euros (since 1 January 2023). 
The sign ENC means Electric Toll Collect System (ETC) 
Seat belt use is mandatory 
Fines in Croatia are charged at a similar rate to motoring offences in other countries: driving through 
a red light 265€, illegal parking from 40€, disregarding mandatory use of seatbelt 65€, phoning while 
driving 65€, exceeding the drink-driving limit from 395€, excess speeding of over 50 km/h up to 
2,000€. 
 
 

Health 
Hot summer days are not far away and here are some first aid tips for sun allergies.  
If you find itchy spots or patches, nodules or small blisters after sunbathing, it means that 
you have a sun allergy, so-called PLE (polymorphous light eruption) that is triggered by 
exposure to UVA light.   
The so-called Majorca acne (small pimples) is usually caused by oily sunscreens. 
One’s skin needs time to get used to the sun and should in any case be protected by using 
oil-free creams, sprays and gels with a high UVA protection factor.  If, despite your best 
efforts, you still get a reaction, take antihistamine to alleviate the itching (every evening for 3 
to 4 days) and apply damp compresses with yoghurt or curd cheese to help reduce redness 
and pimples. 
Anti-inflammatory cream such as zinc ointment can help Majorca acne. 
 
 
Curious facts/environment/culture 
The Citroën  2CV – (known as the “duck” in German) – arrived on the scene in 1948 and 
was presented to the public in Paris on 7 October that year. A Dutch journalist let slip the 
comment “What an Ugly Duckling” and this description was adopted in German (Ente); it 
was nicknamed the “tin snail” or “tortoise” in England.  
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In France – and in Italy and Spain too - it was called the 2CV ‘Deux Chevaux’ (two horses). 
Between 1949 and 1990, Citroën produced 3,868,631 4-door cars and 1,246,335 vans.

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Paljakkavuori Nature Trail 
Paljakanvuori is located in Rapakkojoki roughly 15 km south of the centre of Kiuruvesi.  
 
The marked nature trail on the hill is moderately demanding and travels through varying 
terrain, along the slope of the hill, through a forest and along the shore of a lake. The 
information board relates the hill’s history which includes ancient offering holes, old 
midsummer traditions and a story about Pirunpesä. For children, the rugged natural 
landscape offers an exciting setting for adventures and nature excursions.  Two resting 
places have been built along the trail. 
 

Eemil Museum of Fine Arts 
The Halonen Museum Foundation maintains the Eemil Art Museum. It offers a variety of 
interesting art experiences, while presenting the output of the Halonen artist family making 
their works better known.  
 
Cultural Centre 
Kiuruvesi Library and Culture House was completed in 2009.  This cosy and modern library 
offers a wide variety of materials, services and events for people of all ages.  The building 
includes Kiurusali Hall which is well-suited for all manner of events and shows movies, 
hosts concerts and theatre productions throughout the year.  The building also has space 
for exhibitions, the Iltalypsy restaurant as well as meeting and banqueting facilities. 

 

Kiuruvesi church 
This magnificent church was designed by the architect Bertel Liljeqvist in 1938.  The Winter 
War (1939-1940) interrupted construction work but it was continued immediately after the 
end of the war and the church was completed in 1940.
